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Post a chart of the school year on the board. Ask
students to individually brainstorm events that tim e
place in the school through out the year.

After students have made their lists ask themtoge t
together with a partner. The pairs should compare

the lists and then add to or delete items from thel r
lists based on the discussion. Students should also
begin to categorize the events by month.

After the partners have had an opportunity to share
ask each group to report one event that they think
should be included. As the events are reported add
them to the chart on the board. After all of the
groups are finished, explain to students that this
chart is known in hlstory as a timeline.
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Have the pairs then answer the questions

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The teacher should describe major events in his/her life up to
that point in time (i.e. graduating from college, becoming teacher,
getting married, etc.) After you describe these events place them
on a timeline on the board.

Afterward introduce the term chronology (the arrangement of
facts and events in the order of time). Tell students that the
timeline that you created on the board is an example of a
vertical timeline but the chronology can also be expressed
using a horizontal timeline . Then distribute a horizontal timeline
of these events that you previously created.

Ask students to create a chronology of their lives up to that
point in time using either a vertical or a horizont al timeline.
They might include events like graduating from kindergarten,
moving schools, moving to a new house, having a new baby
brother/sister in the house, learning a sport, etc. Remind
students that it's sometimes easier to brainstorm on a sheet of
paper first and then place the events on the timeline.
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Have students get into pairs and exchange
their chronologies. Each student should
summarize their partner’s chronology aloud.

The students should then share one event
that they believed influenced future events
with explanation of how it influence the future.

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Creating a Timeline for

the Life of Peter Minuit

Students will create a vertical or horizontal chronology (time line) for the
life of Peter Minuit. First, ask students to individually read the

biography (HANDOUT #1.3) and use selective underlin g or
highlighting _ to help them identify events that should be include d
on the timeline. Have them circle dates and underline associated
events or use different colored highlighters to identify different date-
event pairs . Then ask students to individually create their timelines of
the life of Peter Minuit.

Have students get into pairs, exchange their chronologies then
compare & contrast their two timelines. Ask each student to circle one
event on the timeline. Then ask the students to look at the timeline
and determine what events prior to that time helped cause the
event to occur. The students should circle that eve nt with a
contrasting color . On their paper they should record which color
represents the cause and which represents the effect.
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A class-wide debriefing should conclude the
strategy. Discussion should focus on the
timeline of events in the life of Peter Minuit
and events that influenced future events.
Specific questions might also include:

How are timelines organized?

What do timelines help us to see (e.g.
causes, effects, relationships,
changes, trends)?
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How might a timeline help people
understand the life of Peter Minuit?
Support your answer with an example.

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How to conduct a discussion web:

A student draws on research conducted in the previous strategy,
the class textbook, from previous classroom discussions, and
from personal experiences as he/she thinks about the question
and discusses with a partner.

The partners must come up with evidence that supports a
response. Opinions are fine as long as they are supported by
Information from the text or by personal experience.

Then the partners are paired with another set of partners to form
a discussion group. The members of the group share their
responses. Together, they reach a consensus on a point of view.
Then student groups have the opportunity to share their point of
view with the entire class.

As a follow-up, students might be asked to debate the question,
to support and write their individual opinions, or to discuss as a
class.

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Prior to beginning the graphic organizer the teacher
should introduce the concept of long term versus
short term causes.

Notes to the Teacher:

Those who investigate the past are very interested
In causes and effect, especially those that might
offer guidance for present day decisions. Causes
and effects are sometimes categorized as long term
and short term. Short term causes arise just

before an event. Long term causes begin well
before the event and take time to build up.
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Suppose one of your friends came to school really
happy today. What might be a long term cause of
his or her happiness (e.g. teacher said he or she
was special on the first day of school). What might
be a short term cause of the happiness (e.g. got a
good grade on yesterday’s quiz)?

Students will work with a partner to identify
something for which there might be long and short
term causes. They should be prepared to share the
event as well as the long and short term causes.
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Using the example from the previous
strategy, have students work in pairs to think
about the events that should go into planning
a family vacation. When students finish have
volunteers report at least one event. As a
class the students will determine if it would be
considered a long range vs. short range
causes/factors that led to that particular
vacation at that time.

individually and answer for each:

What can you learn from each artifact and document?

What can’t you learn from each artifact and documen  t? (i.e. What are
the limits of what you can learn?)

Then the students should chronologically arrange the artifacts and
documents. After they are arranged the group should answer the following:

What changed? What didn’t change? Why? How do you k  now?

For instance, when looking at pictures of schools built in Delaware over a
long period of time ask: “How can you tell which are the most recently built?
Size is certainly a factor. The cost of building a school is another. The
changing activities in school are another factor. Years ago there were no
gym classes nor sports nor driver education. If an addition was ever built to
your school, have the students analyze why it was needed.” (Delaware
Social Studies Clarifications Document)

Begin the strategy by asking the class if buildings could be used
as an artifact to look for change over time. Using their own school
building students should brainstorm information tha t they can
learn about their communities using the school buil ding. When
was it built? Have any additions been made? Why or why not?
Why is it located where it is? Etc.

Once students realize that they can learn about com  munities using
buildings ask them to predict what type of houses a nd buildings
were first built in New Sweden. After brainstorming ask students
to think about what they know about the history of American log
cabins. Share with the students that log cabins ori ginated in
Finland and the first log cabins in America were ac  tually built in
New Sweden.

Then either project onto a screen or distribute ac  opy of the photo
of an early Swedish log cabin located in Darby Cree  k; Delaware
County, PA.

Historic Log Cabin,
Fort Christina State Park

This 24-by-18 foot log cabin was
built in the 1750s and is
considered to be the oldest
surviving log cabin in the state of
Delaware. Built at Prices Corner,
the cabin was moved to Fort
Christina State Park in the
1950s. The site honors the first
two log cabins built in America
and the Swedish and Finnish
settlers who first introduced the
log construction technique to the
Western hemisphere.

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After students have analyzed the sources as a
group and answered the questions, each
student should write a brief essay or create a
mini-museum display which answers the
guestion:

How can the historical sources provided
be used to look for change In the history
of the site first known as New Sweden?
